Yesterday, 7th September, the Holy Mass for
the Canonisation of Blessed Carlo Acutis and
Blessed Pier Giorgio Frassati was held in St.
Peter’s Square in Vatican City.

• Saint Carlo Acutis was a British-born Italian teenager who is celebrated for his deep
devotion to the Eucharist and his innovative use of technology- he created a website
cataloguing Eucharistic miracles- earning the nickname, ‘God’s influencer’.

• Saint Pier Giorgio Frassati was known as the ‘Man of the Beatitudes’ and was admired for
his charity, faith and adventurous spirit. He was a lay leader who championed social justice
and service to the poor.
